What is the Community 
Outreach Unit?

The Indio Police 
Department and 
the Community 

Outreach Unit (COU) 
understand graffiti affects 
the quality of life in the 
City of Indio. The COU is 
dedicated to investigation 
of grafýti related crimes and 
the suppression of criminal 
activity. COU is committed 
to combating graffiti related crimes 
utilizing traditional and non-traditional 
methods to address issues and provide 
services to the community.

Why does Indio place such 
emphasis on combating Grafýti?

Grafýti negatively impacts the City in 
several ways. It creates the impression 
that Indio is not a safe city in which to 
live, raise a family, or establish a business. 
This false perception negatively affects the 
tax base, businesses, and ultimately the 
quality of the City. Grafýti also reduces 
the quality of life, causing people to live 
in fear based upon the perception that 
all grafýti is ñGangò grafýti. Eighty-ýve 
percent of the highly visible grafýti is not 
gang related. It is the result of individuals, 
known as taggers, trying to make a name 
for themselves.

The COU makes every effort to identify

and prosecute all grafýti vandals. Indio also 
strives to have all grafýti removed within 
24 hours, after it has been reported. It has 
been shown that immediate grafýti removal 
deters other acts of grafýti vandalism.

What does the Community 
Outreach Unit do about grafýti?

The COU is assigned to monitor, 
identify, track and prosecute graffiti 
vandals. The COU constantly identiýes 
new taggers. Past efforts have shown that 
after that initial contact, the majority of 
the taggers discontinue their involvement 
in grafýti.

Consequence of grafýti vandalism

The COU expertise in grafýti has allowed 
them to make ñtagger graffitiò arrests 
when there are no witnesses to the crime. 
Once a case is successfully prosecuted, 

The California Public Utilities 
Commission (PUC), recognizes 
that there may soon be a shortage

The North American Numbering Plan 
Administration (NANPA), which holds 
overall responsibility for the neutral 
administration of numbering resources, 
has determined that whole preýxes are 
running out in the existing 760 area code. 
The preýx is the ýrst three digits of the 
seven digit number and they are assigned 
to telecommunications exchanges. 
Exchanges are replenished with more 
preýxes as the supply of phone numbers 
decrease. However, once an area code runs 
low on its supply of whole unused preýxes, 
a new area code must be added to increase 
the supply of numbers. The new 442 area
